Hue (  Identifies a colour and tells you what it is.

Primary Colours (  The three basic colours that are used to mix all other colours.  
Red, Yellow, Blue.

Secondary Colours  (  Colours made by mixing 2 primary colours.
Orange, Green, Purple.
Tertiary Colours  (  These colours are between the primary and secondary colours on the colour wheel.  

Yellow-Orange,
Yellow-Green,
Blue-Green,
Blue-Purple,
Red-Purple,

Red-Orange.

Value  (  The range of light and dark colours.  A value scale shows you 9 steps in the value progression from white to black.
Tints  (  Colour values that are made by adding white to a colour.
Shades  (  Colour values that are made by adding black to a colour.
Complementary Colours  (  Colours that are directly opposite each other on the colour wheel.
Monochromatic  (  Artworks that use tints and shades of just one colour.
Intensity  (  the brightness or dullness of a colour.
Warm Colours  (  Colours that make us think of hot things like the sun and fire.
Red, Orange, Yellow.

Cool Colours  (  Colours that make us think of cool things like leafy trees,  or cool water.
Blue, Green, Purple.
