Pen and Ink Drawing – Hidden Images Hand Drawing

Objective: 

To create a drawing that represents your unique personality.  You will learn a variety of pen and ink techniques to create patterns such as hatching, cross hatching, and stippling.

Requirements:

You must include:

· Your hand

· Colour scheme for images/patterns in your hand

· Minimum of 3 pen and ink techniques

· Minimum of 5 objects to represent personality

Step 1:  In your sketchbook, practice different pen and ink techniques using fine tip sharpies.  Complete the technique worksheet and place it in your sketchbook.

Step 2: On a sheet of paper, position your hand on the page and then trace your hand and arm with pencil. 

Step 3: Using a pencil, begin to fill in the blank background (the area outside of your hand) with shapes, objects, words, and patterns that represent your personality.  All imagery must be school appropriate.  Engage your imagination and fill the space with random images.  Use a wide variety of mark making.  

Step 4: Outline all images in your background with the fine tip sharpies.  Erase pencil lines when you are finished if they are noticable.

Step 5: Choose a colour scheme for your hand. Think about analogous colours, warm or 

cool colours, complementary colours, etc. Fill in your hand with patterns, objects, shapes, and words that describe yourself.  You will use markers and coloured pencils to complete this part of your drawing.

Step 6: Trace over the outside of your hand with a large tip sharpie to make it the focal point of your image.
