Linocut Printmaking
Objective: 

To create an edition of 10 prints from a linoleum plate.  

To create a zine that focuses on the your linocut print edition.

This is your final project for this year, so you will pick a theme to use for your image that will used in all of the following parts of the project.  Your first image will be used as the cover for the second part of the project, so all images and information has to be linked together through your chosen theme.

Part A: Choosing your Theme
You will choose a theme for the image of your linoleum that you will also use to create a zine.  
Your linocut image will have to have a theme that focuses on family and friends.  You can create a more specific theme within this theme or interpret this theme in many different ways.  The image can be specific to you and your family and friends, or it can be a generic idea of family and friends.
Because this is your final project, please choose your image carefully.  Try to express yourself and be creative.

Once you choose the theme you would like to use, please answer the following questions in your sketchbook.  Please use complete sentences and write the title and date at the top of your sketchbook page.

1. What specific theme did you choose? Why?  (3)
2. What does family mean to you?  (3)

3. What does it mean to be a true friend?  (3)


4. Write a brief autobiography of yourself.  Remember to include your date of birth, place of birth, career, when they started to create art, and other interesting facts about your life.  (6)


Part B:  Linocut Print

A linocut print is a relief print which is printing from a raised surface.  We just completed a stamp print which was a simple version of a relief print.  For a linocut print, you would use the same carving process to create your printing plate.  

1.  You will first sketch your idea in your sketchbook and then transfer the image to your printing plate.  

2.  After drawing a picture on the surface, you will use tools to cut away the areas that will not print.   

3.  After the carving is completed, you will then use a brayer (a roller) to spread ink on the plate.  

4.  You will then place a sheet of paper on top of the plate and you will transfer the image to the paper by rubbing with the hand, or by being run through a printing press. 

5.  The completed print is a mirror image of the original plate.

6.  You will need to create an edition of 10 prints, so you will need to continue printing until you get 10 prints that are exactly the same.  This will probably mean that you will print more than 10 prints.

7.  After you have 10 identical prints for your edition you will cut the borders of each print to make sure that your paper borders are all the same as well.  

8.  You will then write the edition numbers on each print.  All prints that are not in your edition of 10 will be labelled as artist proofs.



Important Notes to Remember:

You will need to reapply the ink before each impression is made.

Practice and get a feel for the cutting tools by carving a few lines into the bottom of your linocut.

Remember that all text must be printed backwards!
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Part C:  Artist Zine
You will create a zine based on your chosen theme.  Your zine will focus on you and your theme so try to be creative and get the attention of your audience!

Your zine will be created on 8.5x11” sheets of paper which are folded in half.  Your zine can be drawn, painted, collaged, or a combination of all.  Your zine will be photocopied, so do not use 3-dimensional objects.  The cover of your zine will be the print that you created in part B.
zine (an abbreviation of fanzine, or magazine) is usually a small circulation, self-published work of original or appropriated texts and images usually reproduced via photocopier.

A popular definition includes that circulation must be 1,000 or fewer, although in practice the majority are produced in editions of less than 100, and profit is not the primary intent of publication. 
Zine requirements:

· At least 8 pages including your cover and back cover (2 sheets of 11x14” paper folded in half)
· Zine name

· Linocut print image as your cover
· At least 3 images
· Your autobiography
· Puzzle or activity based on your theme
· Ads 
· Colour

· At least 1 short article
