Painting Parody

Objective: 

To paint a parody of a famous painting in the style of a famous artist while learning information about the artist’s life.

An assortment of paints and brushes 

A lid for mixing paint, a water container and paper towels

2. What famous painting did you choose?  Who is the artist? (2)


3. What style of painting is this?  Explain that style in a few sentences. (4)


4. Why did you choose this painting? (4)


5. What type of parody will you create with this painting? (4)


Part B: Painting the Canvas

Steps to follow: 

1. Choose a painting and artist and do the research portion of the project.

2. Draw a full page sketch (with colour) of your parody.  In your sketchbook, figure out what imagery you’d like you use, along with how you would draw this in the style of your selected artist. You don’t need to do detailed or intricate drawings at this point, just do rough sketches so you can work out ideas. 

3. When they dry, draw your imagery on your canvas. 

4. Paint your canvas with your desired imagery. Remember to paint using the style and colour scheme of your chosen painting and artist. 

5. On an index card, explain how you combined your imagery with your artist’s style and colour scheme to create an original piece of artwork. Make sure you include the artist’s name at the top of the card.
